Multicultural Cuisine – Around the World in 80 Days

	History – Social Science Standard 7.11
	Students analyze political and economic change in the sixteenth, seventeenth, and eighteenth centuries (the Age of Exploration, the Enlightenment, and the Age of Reason).

	Health Challenge Standard 1 (Middle School)
	Students understand and demonstrate ways in which their health and well-being can be enhanced and maintained.


1. Objective:  As a result of this lesson, students will be able to:

· discuss the exchanges of plants, animals, technology, culture, and ideas among Europe, Africa, Asia, and the Americas in the fifteenth and sixteenth centuries.

· explore the wide variety of healthful food choices available in all cultures by researching this time period and then creating an exhibit.

2.
Teaching Methods:
· Demonstration / Illustrated Talk 

· Discovery

· Interactive / Cooperative groups

· Display

· Oral presentations

3. Focus:  Ask students to list their favorite foods.  What do you like about the dish you chose?  Discuss dishes students do not like.  Why?  Discuss the countries of origin for these dishes.  Teacher will bring in samples of foods from various cultures for students to sample.  (Be mindful of students’ food allergies!)

4. Materials:
· Map of the world (http://www.eduplace.com/ss/maps/pdf/world_country.pdf)

· Reference books or other materials on the foods of various cultures

· Various art supplies 

· Poster / display boards

· Audio and videotape players (optional)

· White board and markers

· Food samples

5. Procedure:

· Tell students that in the context of the time period being discussed in class, they are going to (like contemporary professional food critics) explore and create a display showing the foods of a particular culture from this period.  

· Divide the class into small groups, and give the groups time to research and choose a particular culture.  Examples: Greece, China, Egypt, Navajo, etc.

· Distribute to students a copy of the world map.  On the world map, have students color in the area of their culture and post a label including the name and time frame of the culture.

· After each group completes the research project, each group will design their exhibit and present their findings to the class.

· Students will create their exhibit by choosing dishes that they feel best represent the cuisine of the culture and aligning those choices to the Food Guide Pyramid studied earlier.  Display elements can be represented by student-made posters, photographs, drawings, and samples of the dishes.  An information card should accompany each element explaining the reason for its choice and its significance.  Students should also write a general overview giving a brief description of the culture and the major characteristics of the cuisine style they are studying. 

· Assemble tables or groups of desks as exhibit spaces and have students arrange their displays, including the world map, the overview, and the information cards.  Each exhibit should have a "critic" from the group to answer questions.  Have students circulate through the exhibits.  Tell students that as they view the dishes and artifacts they should note similarities and differences among cuisine styles.  (You may also wish to invite other classes to view the exhibits.) 

6. Evaluation:
Discuss with the class certain characteristics that students may have noticed among the exhibit pieces, citing specific examples.  Elicit theories from students explaining why some characteristics (such as cooking/preparation styles, ingredients, etc.) appeared when and where they did.  How do these characteristics align with the Food Guide Pyramid?  Which cultures dishes are the most healthful and why?

7. Extension:  As an extension activity, have students choose two cultures and create a "Similarities and Differences" chart comparing the cultures' cuisine. The chart could be hung on the class bulletin board or used as the basis for oral reports.
